*****Arrival Safety Concerns

guidelines for student arrival.

Cafeteria Drop off Zone (7:20-7:45)

« Use the lane by the cafeteria doors as drop off
only-NO PARKING!

o+ Pull up as far as you can to allow others to enter
the drop off zone and not block traffic going
around the school including school buses.

« Drop off students until 7:45 only. Staff members
will not be opening doors at cafeteria after stu-
dents are dismissed to class.

Main Entrance Drop Off Zone (7:45-8:00)

« Please continue to move in the drop off lane once
your child has entered the school.
